Charley horse: 

Origin:  Lame race horses would be referred to as ñcharleyò.  Instead of being 
used to race, they were used to drag the dirt in baseball stadiums.  The term char-
ley horse was coined by baseball players.   

Most common meaning:  A  stiffness or cramp, usually in the leg, from excessive 
exercise or dehydration.  

 RIDE  INFORMATION 

Parkman  -  September 30th and October 1st 

Sept 30 and Oct 1st ï Parkman Ride sponsored by Donna Tripp (207-446-7982): Camping is 

available Friday through Sunday. Bring water and spread manure in the field because this is a 

hayfield we camp in. There will be a lot of gravel roads so if your horse is tender footed you may 

want shoes. These trails are also accessible by cart if anyone wants to drive.  The rides start at 

10:00.  Saturdayôs ride will be 3-4 hours pack your lunch. Sundayôs ride will be about 3 hours, and 

there will be a corn chowder and beef  stew for lunch at a camp.  A ñMake Your Own Pizzaò Party 

will be held Saturday night courtesy of the landowners.  Please bring a favorite pizza topping, sal-

ad, or sweet treat to share. Directions:   Take I-95 to Newport Exit 157. Take a left on Route 7 

North to Dexter; take first left after Hannaford supermarket on Route 23 North.  Go 1.5 miles, and 

take 2nd left after the lake onto Cambridge Road, watch for signs. Continue for 4 miles the field 

we will be camping in is on the right, watch for signs.   Contact info:  Donna Tripp 207-582-5532 

at home until Sept 30, or cellphone 207-446-7982 (reception is iffy at camp).  

 

October 7th thru 9th ï Mt Vernon Columbus Day Ride sponsored by Walt Williams (207-293

-3068): 

The rides will begin at 10:00 and be about 3-4 hours.  Make sure you bring your lunch, halter and 
lead lines.  There will be a potluck supper on Saturday night, October 7th.  There will be a bomb 
fire each night, so bring a chair, libation and any funny stories to share. 

Campers are welcome for the weekend.  Please check out where you plan to park by walking the 
area before driving in.  Also, please unload horses before driving trailers far into the field.  This is 
a beautiful place to camp and ride!  You will need to bring your own water. 
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Newport ride Sunday October 22

10:00. Starting in you guessed it, Newport. However, the starting point has moved to a new parking 

area across from the Ford Garage on route 7 & 11. From interstate 95, take exit 157, take a left if 

your headed north or  right is your headed south) Go straight through the set of lights. Continue 

0.5+- miles and you will see the new gravel parking area on your left near the trail crossing. This 

makes it better since you no longer have to go through the store parking lot. This is an old railroad 

bed and is ideally suited for carts. The tourain is flat and very pretty along the Sebasticook Lake   

We will encounter many ATV riders along the route. Lunch will be at the restaurant parking lot  in 

Corinna.  Sadly the restaurant has closed so you will need to bring your own lunch and drink.  We 

will return the same route.  

Directions:   

From Manchester, take Rt. 17 towards Readfield.  Go about 5 miles.  Cross the railroad tracks, turn 
right onto the North Road just after the tracks.  Then turn right onto the Weeks Mill Road.  Go 
straight at the first stop sign, road bears right about 1 mile from stop sign.  Bear left and go straight 
up the hill, this is the Cottle Hill Road.  After this road turns to dirt, take the next Right down a camp 
road.  Go through a green gate and parking will be in the field wherever you wish.  Please unload 
horses before driving trailers far into the field as if there has been rain there may be soft areas.

The terrain will 
be 95% trails with road crossings and possibly some dirt roads.  Please bring your saddle bag-
lunch and halters & lead lines.  If anyone is interests in camping over Saturday night please con-
tact Cathy. 

Directions: 

   
From 295 and 95 Exits, head east towards Lewiston on Rt. #126.  Go 3 miles to a yellow blinking 
light at Spears Corner.  Turn right onto Spears Corner Road.  Go 1/4 mile in and turn right into a 
driveway with a metal gate.  Follow the MTRA signs.  
  
Coming from Lewiston come out Rt. 126, go past the Dennis Hill Road (the turn to go to the club-
house) stay on Rt. 126 passing 126 Citgo Gas Station and go over the Cobbossee Stream Bridge 
(this is the Litchfield/West Gardiner line).  Horseshoe Pond will be on your right.  When you come 
to the yellow blinking light at the intersection of Bog Hill Road (on your right) and Spears Corner 
Road (on your left) take the left onto the Spears Corner Road.  Go 1/4 mile in and turn right into a 
driveway with a metal gate.  Follow the MTRA signs.
